THIN SHEET NUTSERT KIT 7488 SERIES 
The Avdel Thm Sheet Nutsert Kit has been des1gned to enable Th1n Sheet Nutserts to be placed qu1ckly 
and easily by nand. (These k1tswill be invaluable to Plant and Maintenance Engineers for slmple·on-the­
spot assembly of threaded mserts of anchor nuts). 

Each kit will contain a selection of Nutserts 1n metric sizes as stated 1n the parts list shown overleaf 

Operating Instructions 

1. Select the correct nose bush ( 12) and mandrel ( 13) for the Nutsert you want to place 
2. Remove the spanner from the tool. 
3. With tool in the open position screw in mandrel. (N.B. th1s is a left hand thread)_ 
4. Tighten with spanner_ 
5. Screw the nose bush into the nose by hand. 
6. Screw the Nutsert on to the protrudmg mandrel 
7 Place Nutsert into prepared hole and squeeze handles. 
8. On actuation, the tool pulls the threaded portion until the wall forms radially outwards, clenchmg 

1t tight against the sheet 
9 Release the handles and unscrew the Nutsert by rotating the knurled mandrel puller (3), at the 

rear of the tool until the mandrel is released. 

The Thin Sheet Nutsert -A "One Piece" insert 
which has been developed specifically to give 
designers a strong, deep, vibration proof 
steel thread (with. zinc plated finish) in thin 
sheet applications down to thickness of 0.020"

THE LIMIT STOP SCREW 

When installing Thin Sheet Nutserts it is advisable to 
use the Limit Stop Screw (see hand tool details for 
part numbers) the stop is assembled through the top 
lever of the tool using the outer-most hole from the 
front of the tool. Setting should be adjusted in 
connection with the fastener and sheet thickness by 
screwing the stop towards the lower handle until the 
installed fastener is just installed in the workpiece and 
no 'over-travel' exists which may cause thread 
stripping or mandrel breaking. 
Once the limit screw is fitted it can remain in position 
for all sizes of Thin Sheet Nutserts to be installed. 
Once the required travel has been decided the stop 
screw should be locked by tightening the lock nut. 
Note: Conversion kits shown in table overleaf consist 
of items 12 and 13
