CAUTION: Do not damage braid and inner conductor 
of cable! 

Push contact B over inner conductor of cable 
to ~but cable dielectric and crimp. 

Splay out braid and insert cable in connector body C. 
Ensure that braid lies above the erimpneck. · 

Slide ferrule A over braid and crimp as close 
to.connector body c-as possible.
