To select RAW image quality:
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Highlight RAW. Make selection. Rotate mode dial to P, S, A, or M.

Creating HI-Quality (TIFF) Copies of RAW Images

HI-quality (TIFF) copies can be created from RAW-quality images, allowing the pictures to be viewed in any application that sup-
ports TIFF. The copy will be renamed with “.TIF” in place of the extension “.NEF” (if the original is named “DSCNOOO1.NEF,” the
copy will be named “DSCNnnnn.TIF,” where “nnnn" is a four-digit file number assigned automatically by the camera). To create
a copy, display the RAW image in full-screen playback and follow the steps below.
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Confirmation dialog displayed. Highlight Yes.” Create HI-quality copy.”
*To exit without creating copy, highlight 13 icon displayed during copying. Wait
No and press multi selector right. until copying is complete.

*No: exit without deleting original

¢ Yes: delete original

Press multi selector to right to select highlighted option and return to full-
screen playback.

4 RAW Image Quality
RAW is only available in P, S, A, and M modes. Selecting I[<D (auto) or (scene) mode resets image quality to FINE. The following are not
available when RAW is selected: digital zoom, Continuous>Multi-shot 16, BSS > exposure BSS, white balance bracketing, Saturation con-

trol > Black&White, Lens > Slide copy adptr, small picture, and date imprint. RAW can not be used with Continuous L, 5 shot buffer, or Time
lapse movie; selecting any of these options resets image quality to FINE. Selecting Continuous > Ultra HS resets image quality to NORMAL.

Additional time is required to display RAW images during playback zoom. If a message is displayed when the B (Q) button is pressed to zoom in
on the image, wait until the message clears from the display and then try again.

A Creating HI-Quality Copies

Before creating a copy, switch to shooting mode, select HI image quality, and check the number of exposures remaining to confirm that there is
space on the memory card for at least one additional HI-quality image.

Voice memos recorded with RAW images are not copied, and will be lost if the original is deleted.
